Description

Pavement markings reinforce that users are on the Park to Playa Trail.  They serve as a wayfinding tool as well as a subtle 
marketing tool for the regional trail system.  Pavement markings should be used on city sidewalks, paved bike paths or 
on-street bikeways that connect segments of the Park to Playa trail.  Along the Ballona Creek Path, the Park to Playa trail 
could be incorporated into Los Angeles County standard mile markings as seen on the Los Angeles River Path and the 
Marvin Braude Beach Bike Trail.

ŪŪ Park to Playa Logo or simplified logo with “P2P” text
ŪŪ Arrow (when route changes direction)

ŪŪ  Paint or thermoplastic stencils - surface 
material and level of use should be considered 
when selecting an appropriate pavement 
marking material.

ŪŪ All Park to Playa partner agencies are planning 
to work together to identify an operations 
and maintenance plan before any trail 
improvements begin.
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
